Standards may  have
different reference
points: (I) inputs (e.g.
content standards); (II)

outputs (e.g. performance
standards), (I1I) processes.
Standards can be general
(for a degree level, eg. a
Bachelor’s or a Master’s
Degree) or subject-
specific (e.g. discipline
benchmarking statements
in the United Kingdom).
Standards are often used
synonymously with
criteria, as in the United
States, while in Europe,
standards are becoming
increasingly distinct from
criteria. A  distinction
between  quality and
standards  (similar  to
the difference between
process and outcomes)
is also made, the term
“quality standards” that
is sometimes used being
equivalent to the notion
of standards as criterion.
In  higher education
standards are frequently
set and assessed in four
main areas: academic
standards (related to

Lateral transfer occurs
when learners are able
to solve different but
similar problems of equal
complexity as soon as
they have learned to solve
one of them.

Public-private partnership

(PPP) describes a
government service
or private business
venture which is
funded and operated
through a partnership

of government and one
or more private sector
companies. These
schemes are sometimes
referred to as PPP, P3
or P3. PPP involves a
contract between a public
sector authority and a
private party, in which the
private party provides a
public service or project
and assumes substantial
financial, technical and
operational risk in the
project.

(IQA) is a process by
which higher education
institutions themselves
take  responsibility  for
checking and evaluating
the quality of their various
activities. The results are
used to reform and improve
the institutions, as well
as to ensure quality. 1QA
of teaching refers to an
institution continuously
assuring the quality of
its teaching and research
activities as well as the
level of students’ learning
outcomes.  Organizational
units  responsible  for
orchestrating and
implementing academic
programs analyze and
evaluate educational and
research initiatives in those
programs, as well as the
abilities students should
acquire and the programs’
learning outcomes. They
use the results to make
improvements. Institutions
are responsible for
monitoring such efforts in
each academic program and
for ensuring that reform and
improvement mechanisms
are working in the
aggregate, thereby resulting
in the maintenance of
educational and research
quality.
